2 The Quran is the Word of God. The Exoneration is

also from God.

3 Nonbeings have become beings because We
pondered their existing before the Mahdi entered time
and space.

4 He is to be the Death of death. Will you die for him?

5 We would prefer that you would live for Us, but that

is more difficult.

6 Do not deny yourself of worldly favors. You are

allowed to prosper.
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SURA 7

1 Destiny lies in wait. Do not be afraid, Americans.
God is on the watch and is pleased with a portion of

you.

2 In fact, the sun will rise in the west. What? Is this a

fable of the ancients?

3 1 will tell you the meaning of the sun rising in the
west. Enlightenment will begin on the westside of the

earth and there will be shock.

4 Do you want a garden? If you do not, go ahead and

rot.

5 The Mahdi is prepared to give you a garden, so that

you may laugh forever.

6 What is the garden beneath which the rivers flow? It
is your body resurrected and in it there will be no

toxicity.

7 God will permit you to lie in the shade, but only if
you love God and heed His guidance forever.

8 You all should feel naked by now. The Mahdi has

been shamefully exposed and soon you will be also.

9 Why did God also call Jesus a messiah? Because
without him, not a single person on the westside of
the earth would believe in God; not a single one of

you.

10 The King promised he would die and rise from the

dead. Then in which religion will you trust?
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SURA 8

1 The earth is moaning with the pains of her rebirth.

She has been a faithful servant.

2 God will recreate her and He will also recreate you.

3 Christians are crying, where is our Messiah? He too
has been a faithful servant who will be returned with

glory.

4 But he will refuse to serve you in this sphere until
you deny that God is Three Persons.

5 This archaic notion has been rationalized by many
saints who loved God.

7 Do not dispute about God without studying religion.

15 Without this admission no progress can be made
in approaching the everlasting truth, the experience of

what it is love God.
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SURA 9

1 Progress is important. That is why the Mahdi has

arrived.

2 Today there are two destinies. One is good and the

other is evil.

3 Did We not say that God would create again? Only

a few believe.

4 Yes, there are those who say they believe, but they
do not. When they are faced with difficult trials, their

hearts turn cold.

5 Because they lack endurance, their faith dissipates
until is the size of a needle. Then they walk around

16 All keys to the Kingdom are in his heart.

finally killed the great Satan.

18 When the light of God is nurtured in your heart,
every day is a grand stage on which you may walk

about freely.

19 What is walking about freely? It is maintaining a
love of God that leads you to behold every occurrence

as a great event.

20 When miracles are commonplace, joy will be

accessible forever.
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SURA 10

1 Mahdi is unique. He is well aware of his destiny.

2 What will happen very soon? With God alone is

there certain knowledge.

3 Mahdi is more than a messenger. If you are not for
him, then you are against him.

4 If you do not respect God and His Mahdi, you may
plot against Us.
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SURA 11

1 Satan does not love you and neither is he a faithful

servant.

2 In fact, his ethereal associates are actually
incarnated and walking among you, unconsciously

3 But you do not understand fully the transmigrations
of souls, nor do you understand that the impact of
these events that are felt throughout the entire

universe.

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7 The aliens have been well aware of the mechanics

1 Tell these musicians to stop with their prophesizing.

2 Rap music is not different from the poetry that was
all the rage in Arabia before Muhammad spoke the

Quran.

3 Why do these supposed scholars compare the
Quran to poetry? Because the Quran is unparalleled

in beauty of speech.

4 Recall when Moses was permitted to hear the music
of heaven. And how joyous and submissive was his

reaction!

5 His tears are comparable to the tears you shall

weep.

6 Did not God say that the ink of His pen is greater
than the water in all the oceans?

7 When you are made eternal, it will be as if you were

temporal for only an hour or so.
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8 Those who have journeyed for that hour and lost

their light will never regain it.

9 They will be in the fire wherein the will neither die

nor live.

10 Then, as God’s garden expands to new grandeur
and becomes everlasting, those who have only lived
for that one hour will look in horror.

11 When the garden approaches Infinity, the lives of

nonbelievers will become negligible.
12 Then, when the triumph of God’s servants has
been perfected, God will approach the fire and all that

will be left will be a single spec of dust.

13 Then it will go away forever. Satan and all its

contents will be no more.

14 But first they must suffer the torment of burning.

15 Who will suffer this destiny? Those who oppose
God and His Mahdi.
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SURA 13

1 You pit of snakes! How can you call the Mahdi evil?

2 Angels will help, but evil men will not.

3 You all must witness this polarization, so as to test

your understanding.

4 Muhammad did not copy the Bible, and the Mahdi

has not copied the Quran.

5 He has been filled with wisdom in his pursuit of
God.

6 Mahdi has found God, so listen to him.

7 He is wise even though he has been cursed with

dementia.

8 He is approaching retardation so We suggest that

you respect him.

9 All of those who do not love God are permitted to

plot against His Mahdi.

10 God knows the plots against Us, and Mahdi knows

the plots in favor of God.

11 He is your Messiah and does not desire to hurt

you.

12 He practices nonviolence and supports

reformation.

13 Had he not suffered the sins of humanity, he would

not be permitted to forgive you.

14 But there are many that Mahdi will not forgive

because God has made this His command.

15 Can you wait for him to approach you?

16 Or will you slash his body as Herod slashed John

the Baptizer?

17 We suggest you become Mahdi’s apostles just as

Jesus also had apostles.

18 God is well pleased with the Mahdi because he wiill

not give up his pursuit.
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19 So do not curse him lest God will curse you.

20 Deceit prospers only for a time, until God’s justice

is given.

21 Then you will see that God is the greatest.

22 This is the promised day. The Mahdi and the
believers are the ones promised to.

23 Perhaps you are unsure about this scripture

because it was written by a man you do not respect.

24 But Mahdi is good and the dajjals are bad. They

are opposites.

25 Some of you might now run to the Bible saying,

“We must prove that the Mahdi is Satan.”

26 When in fact the Mahdi is spoken of in the good

book and the greater book.

27 It is not his intention to belittle those who pursue
the truth.
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28 Buddhism helps. But no belief system is complete

without God.

29 Scoff and laugh, it will not harm Us.

30 Then do not hate the pursuit of truth and balance it

with the pursuit of happiness. They are companions.

31 When you know the truth that is right you will be
happy.

32 Therefore you should ponder the Exoneration and
study the Quran.

33 We support the Quran as uncorrupted, but also be
aware that the Mahdi knows the other religions as

well.

34 Be careful not to judge custom over substance, as

the infidels have already done in Christendom.

35 You might be fortunate enough to perceive what

you did not see.
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36 Mahdi, recall when the world was so corrupt that |

commanded you to build the great boat.

37 Also recall when your family hated you so much
that they threw you into an unused well.

38 | told you that they would not understand the
consequences of what they did.

39 God'’s curse is upon their head as recompense to
him who was sold into slavery only later to free the

descendants of those who betrayed him.
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SURA 14

1 Mahdi will not despair. His tears have been

accounted for and he is well cared for.

2 Recall when wagers were being made in heaven

and destinies were being determined.
3 Satan told him, “Muhammad, you are the most
hated prophet in the earth’s history. You will never win

their love.”

4 Mahdi responded, “Enough! | wager all | have

blindly. God will find a way.”

5 We still favored the brave imbecile.

6 Blessed art those who wash their robes clean, well

aware that they will meet their Lord.
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SURA 15

1 Very soon the first-fruits of the Hereafter will be

baptized with the fire of the Holy Spirit.

2 What is the Holy Spirit? It is neither a deity nor a

person.

3 Who is the Baptizer? The one who was beheaded.

4 Some of My servants have appearances that are

not perceived to be saintly.

5 Other servants are open and honest about their

devotion.

4 The devil himself will then fear you because he

knows God will protect you.

5 God does not permit senseless violence.

6 Do not commit the abomination that causes

desolation.

7 Commit yourselves to the winning side.

8 Sufficient is God and His Mahdi to defeat all evil, but

all of you are urged to help him.

9 Consider yourself fortunate and be grateful when

you have this realization.

8 God is perceptible everywhere.
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9 He is in your heart, in your friend, and in other

places outside of yourself.

10 Honor the Lord who was, who is, and is to come.

11 Surely the nature of His kindness is unparalleled.

12 This Exoneration gives you loving speech.

13 It is a scripture worthy of either your acceptance or

rejection. It is a test from your Lord.

14 This is so that you might open your minds to
knowing God for yourself, rather than to confess your

faith and reject the path.

18 Jesus gave you a perfect example of sacrifice.

19 Allow yourself to struggle because it will make you
stronger. You will then be able to do great things with

ease.

20 Therefore, you must diversify your experience and

knowledge.
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21 Many of you know worldly matters better than

Mahdi.

22 But the first thing you should know is that the
entire universe is centered around God, in every

corner, nook, and cranny.

23 You are commanded to make God the zenith and

the root of your ambitions.
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SURA 22

1 We have given you the twenty-nine virgin Suras that

are the beginning of Our next plot.

2 Mahdi is committed to nonviolence and there is no

deceit in his mouth.
3 Islamists will reject this scripture, even though it is
the beginning of a reformation in Islam and a peace

offering to America.

4 Mahdi does not speak on his own behalf, but only

what God has commanded him to write.

5 If you fear this dissertation, you may be misguided.

6 If you are in awe of how an incompetent has

revealed Our reckoning, let God bless you.

7 He was astray in his youth like his companions.

8 Mahdi has been permitted to expose secrets that

were previously only known by him.
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9 Some things We are saying are common sense for

those with wisdom.

10 But We will not leave the unlearned man in the
dark.

11 We are speaking in rhetoric so that you might

decide what attitude you will have towards God.

12 Most beautiful are His Names.

13 So do not judge the Mahdi before you examine

your own soul.

14 He is well prepared to end the calamity that is
occurring, and he has consented to being called a
devil.

15 We will bring peace when you are ready.

16 If you do not love the Mahdi, God will stone the

earth. But you will love him, so be grateful.
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17 Make yourselves friends of God, and make

yourselves enemies of the hypocrites, militants, and

leaders who lead only to benefit themselves.

18 Mahdi is not like them. He has greater zeal.

19 He has become accustomed to tribulations even
though you may judge his life to have been absent of

hardship.

20 Arise! The earth and its inhabitants need to be

saved.
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SURA 23

1 To the Mormons: Your prophet was indeed a noble
messenger. He is well established with nearness to
God and he will be a great prince in the world to

come.

2 However, the book he revealed to you was actually
written before the coming of Muhammad.

3 The pious among you are certainly in accordance

with the Lord of Mercy.

4 Before this generation passes away, you will all
celebrate with the Mahdi and he is well prepared to

honor you.

5 However, you must now dedicate yourself to the

final evolution of Islam.

6 Your prophet supports the Mahdi, just as the Mahdi

supports him.

6 It is a surety that they both support the prophet
Jesus.
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7 Remember that the Quran was written before the

prophet Muhammad was born, so take heed to the
greater book, and notice that there is no proper

English translation.

8 This is another reason to take notice of the Mahdi,

the despised American.

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SURA 25

1 Let Me tell you the truth about the Buddha, the great

seeker of a truth unknown.

2 He came to earth with the specific purpose of doing

exactly what he did.

3 No one who has seen him has not been astonished

by his radiance.

4 But even though he was well aware of God and His
grandeur, it was not his place to teach his followers

about Us.

5 It was not his specialty in that incarnation. He knew
too much about the cleansing of mind that can bring

peace to a soul.

6 He spoke with such clarity and certainty that his

followers were without doubt.

7 But We had made a promise to Abraham that his

descendants would bring the people to God.
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8 This is why We gave the books to the Jews and the

Arabs.

9 As a mighty gift, We also gave Jesus to Gentiles

who were previously Pagans.

10 But no religion maintains perfection when its

prophet dies.
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SURA 26

1 Some Muslims believe that weapons and tyranny

will bring peace. This cannot be.

2 This is the age of information, and society will not

regress this time.

3 Prosperity is growing exponentially. Those who do
not support capitalism are wrong, but you are
commanded to advance social justice.

4 We support the poor and impoverished.

5 Support the American work ethic to the greatest

extent.

6 Support it to the extent that people in other nations

will have this same blessing.

7 Then take time to pray.

8 Now, which leader will support this Exoneration?
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SURA 27

1 The first-fruits of Judgment Day will be the most
enlightened.

2 You cannot perceive this enlightenment. By

definition it will be imperceptible until you attain it.

3 Then you will receive a pure beverage and you will

no longer grieve.

4 You cannot see God. Mahdi sees Him every day.

5 We have explained to you some of his deeds

aforetime and some We have kept secret.

6 We have not commanded him to tattoo his
honorable names on his face, but We have mentioned

some of them so that you might reflect.

7 You are looking at a man who now walks among the
people, loving them as he loves himself, knowing he

will be your leader.
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8 It would be for his benefit to fear no man but God,

but a schizophrenic in the public eye is destined to

embarrass himself.

9 So beware of the battles that will emerge, because
Mahdi will win the war of ideas, and all who take heed

will put down their weapons.

10 Mahdi previously baptized you with water asking

for your repentance.

11 Now he will baptize with the Holy Spirit asking for

your love.
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SURA 28

1 Do not question why | sent the Mahdi to America.

2 Those who are deceived will say that Mahdi is a

madman, intoxicated by his false god.

3 Or they may ask why We are imposing Islam upon
them.

4 We are not imposing any religion upon anyone. We
did not come with a sword but with the power of

persuasion.

5 You perceive that you are the master of your

destiny.

6 It is true is that you do have choices to make, but

your destiny is another matter.

7 Perceive wandering through a matrix. You can go
left, right, up, down, forward, or back. On earth,
sometimes there is no choice and sometimes there

are several choices.

14 Lowly desires are temporal so prepare for an

offering that is of substance.
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15 When you experience constancy in your venture,

you will come to realize that your path and your

destiny are the same.
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SURA 29

1 Islam is submission to God. Take an honest look at

a believer who is upright.

2 Then look to yourself. Take a minute.

3 Look yourself in the mirror and ponder who you
really are and who you might become.

4 Then ponder God and decide if you have any desire

for Him.

5 Do not be the fool who says, “I will defy my God as |
defied my parents!” Do not either be the fool who

follows others without reflecting.

6 Innocent people are dying. God does not request
this of those who say they are Muslims. But His peace

is upon the victims.

7 Start with worship in the morning, and end with

worship in evening.
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8 Make time for prayer that is absent of jealousy.

Remember that God is Love.
